The original 14C church was demolished and rebuilt which provided the basis of the present day church, although a thorough restoration took place in 1862.  It is a large church for the small community it serves, seating 500.  Notable features are the very attractive windows on the North and South aisle, which commemorate Queen Victoria's Diamond Jubilee and a very fine Alabaster pulpit.


The church has been extremely fortunate in receiving the very large landfill grant, which together with other grants leaves them with a shortfall of only £3855.  However they have very little in their church funds to meet the church's running expenses including their share on £4k.


I recommend an award of £750 .
