The work involves replacing (like-for-like) some masonry coping stones that are rapidly deteriorating on the gable of the sanctuary (E) end of the church.  The internal walls of the sanctuary are richly decorated with stencilled stylised flowers and scrolled foliage in red, green and gold.  It is important to protect these walls and decorations from further damage by water ingress.

Remove 1.7 linear metres of coping on the south chancel gable, and 3.25 linear metres on the north chancel gable, and replace with new Bath (Hartham Park) copings (to match original profiles).
