We have a 15th century rood screen spanning the width of the church north to south.  At the time of the reformation the faces of the saints were gouged out.  However, some of the remaining paint is original.  At our recent quinquennial inspection wet rot and beetle were found to have attacked the base of the screen.  We engaged Hugh Harrison, a very reputable wood conservator who surveyed the damage and estimated that the cost of repair and restoration would be  £14790 plus VAT.  





The work will entail removing a form of batten at the base of the screen and lifting some flag stones, treating the beetle and rot and lining with lead the internal base.  New wood will then be used where necessary to replace that which has been badly affected, and the flags relayed.  It is anticipated the work may take up to a month to complete. 





It is a condition of the award of DHCT grant that the applicant must obtain all necessary Faculties, Planning and Building Approvals, and Listed Building Consents. Failure to do so could lead to cancellation  or a request to repay grant.

Please do not write in this section, which will be used by the DHCT Assessor.A fine granite built Church of early 15th C origin in the lee of Manaton Rocks on the edge of Dartmoor. Internally it is most gracious and architecturally interesting It is adorned with five stained glass windows, north and south aisles of four bays with granite piers. The roodscreen, partially mentioned in the applicant’s description, is of a very high quality and built around AD 1500. Much of it is original, though the vaulting and cornice was restored by Hubert Read, early 20th C. Also lesser conservation work has been done. To either side of the Nave doorway arch, the glorious carved polychrome figures of saints remain in an almost complete condition.The Architect Hugh Harrison has submitted his explanatory findings. Damp fungal decay and active death watch beetle in the sills of the Nave screen requires skilled conservation work to repair it. Similar work was done by Mr Harrison to the roodscreen in the Church at Coombe Martin in 2010. (Photographs submitted show the conservation work before and after. The problems are similar to this Church’s roodscreen.) Problems to the north end of the roodscreen of less urgent attention will need to be done before too long. The Church and community is actively fundraising and their “SAVE OUR SCREEN” leaflet has no doubt encouraged generous donations too. The congregation each Sunday averages twenty. The Church participate and donate to the DHCT Day. Circumstances, through no fault of their own, have delayed their possible grant application from the Church Buildings Council being considered until the CBC meeting in December. No response yet from Sainsbury Family Trusts.


Work should commence sometime in September. The total cost of carrying out all the work is £14,790. Their shortfall without their estimated grants of £5,000. Is £4,683. 


As this medieval screen is so beautiful, ancient and important, I recommend an award of £2,000.
