St Mary’s is located in a small agricultural community high on the south west side of Dartmoor. The community hugely values its church which, as the sole remaining public facility within the parish, is used for both worship and secular events.  





We are facing two challenges – re-pointing and repairs to our tower (£50,000) and replacing our ageing electrical/heating system (£12,000). The latter can, with periodic injections of cash (for example £350 just a few weeks ago), run on in the short term but is increasingly uneconomic and ineffective.  However, the former need is more pressing and the condition of the tower pointing, flashings and crocketed pinnacles will only degrade further and the costs of dealing with them increase over time – already the water runs down the stairs of the tower when it rains.  These costs are based on a formal Statement of Need and estimates approved by the Diocesan Advisory Committee which form the basis of our Petition for a Faculty. 





The PCC has concluded that its priority is to deal with the tower as soon as possible and has committed its current fabric fund of £30000 to this part of the project.  The PCC Fund Raising Sub Committee believes that we can raise £5000 in donations from our community and its friends, and the PCC itself has taken on the task of running a programme of events to cover the £12,000 cost of replacing the electrical/heating system.  Thus, the shortfall on the tower repairs is £15,000 which we are seeking to raise from grant making bodies with an initial focus on those who appear to show a particular empathy for our area and with listed buildings in small, isolated & rural communities plus those professing to be responsive to more urgent need.





It is a condition of the award of DHCT grant that the applicant must obtain all necessary Faculties, Planning and Building Approvals, and Listed Building Consents. Failure to do so could lead to cancellation or a request to repay grant.
