Sparkwell Parish Church.  All Saints, Grade 11 listed.





I visited this church on May 9th and was shown round by Cdr. David Crowley who is acting as fundraiser for the re-roofing project. The work has already started as the PCC felt that it was necessary to start at once owing to the presence of bats. Unfortunately this means that they will be ineligible to many sources of possible funding. Sparkwell is fortunate in that there are two village trusts set up in 1950s and 1960s which have supported the church very generously, notably the major repair to the West wall. They also help maintain the church and meet the common fund payment to the diocese. The trust will help this time but will need to sell assets to meet the £150,000 needed. The parish are actively fundraising, something they do not usually have to do! But at present there is only£3,000 in the kitty.  Cdr. Crowley was anxious to explain that they realise they have been fortunate but can not rely on the Trusts for everything and would welcome any help we can give. I would suggest a grant of £500 -£1,000, if we feel able to help.
