The project is concerned with making St. Andrew’s a more welcoming place – for congregation and visitors alike – and thereby enable us to position the Church as a central, focal point for our community and for those who visit this part of Devon.


The Church is a beautiful building and has wonderful acoustic qualities; what it lacks is warmth, running water and comfortable pews. Our project addresses all of these needs:


1. Potable water to be provided by pipeline from the adjacent Village Hall and into the storage area at the rear of the Church. Cost - £10,250 + VAT @ £2,050 = £12,300.


2. Additional heating to be fitted into the Church which will require an upgrading of the electricity supply from single to double phase. Cost: - £6,750 + VAT @ £767 = £7,517.


3. To purchase reversible, boxed and piped cushion covers and upholstery foam seats for the main Church pews - Cost: £6,545 inc. VAT.


4. To replace a condemned Weather Vane – Cost: £800 inc. VAT.





NOTE: We are aware of the requirement for FACULTY permission for certain of the works indicated above and have sought permission from the relevant authority in Exeter Cathedral of our outline intentions; specifically with regard to additional heating and potable water.

I visited St Andrew’s at Colebrooke on 16th January 2013 on one of the few days of bright sunshine and blue sky.


This rural parish Church of Norman origins is a Grade I Listed Building, described as “… an important local landmark and has particularly rich fittings and furnishings, some of which are unique.”  The church sits in an elevated location in the centre of the rural village of Colebrooke and serves a community that includes the neighbouring hamlets.


Finance.  I have seen a copy of the Accounts for the yr end 31 December 2011 that show an income of £11,336 during the year and expenses of £16,799 (including £7,508 on repairs/renewals and £4,091 Parochial Share).


Project.  To bring a supply of potable water into the church and upgrade the heating provision, with a view to making the church environment more comfortable and welcoming.  At the moment there is no water supply to the church. The only heat source is from 7 electric high level heaters that are turned on to heat specific areas of the church only when a service is being held (once a week).  


Assessment. At the time of my visit the windows were running with condensation, the walls stained with damp and the northwest corner (the utility/flower arranging/catering area) has areas of green mould growth on the interior walls.    There is minimum ventilation as the north and south facing windows have no apertures.  The PCC is not inclined to install a boiler or central heating system due to expense and concerns of heating oil theft in rural areas.  


The proposed water supply would be a metered supply from the adjacent Parish Hall.  Access is good, permissions granted, DAC Archaeologist approved, and ground work minimal.  Following an inspection by Jo Hibbert, RIBA, the DAC has indicated approval in principal, subject to receiving a specification for works to improve surface water and rainwater drainage with a view to reducing the damp and damage to the fabric, particularly in the northwest corner of the church.  The interior wall would need to be re-rendered with traditional lime based materials following a considerable drying out period, before creating a kitchen area.  The PCC hopes to complete the fabric work and kitchen area by the end of the summer months and then to purchase and instal 7 x 3kw Apollo overhead heaters to supplement the existing heaters. The PCC has secured £15,000 from the Landfill Communities Fund that could be used towards the cost of fabric repairs and water supply (estimated at £13,000).  A Quinquennial Report is expected within the next few weeks and will, undoubtedly, identify the current problems relating to rising damp, ventilation and drainage.  I recommend that DHCT awards £1,600 towards the £5,000 estimated cost of supply and installation of additional overhead heaters in the third/fourth quarter (optimistic) of 2013 on completion of the fabric repairs that are subject to grant of a DAC Faculty.  The electricity supply has recently been upgraded at a cost of £2,900 paid from Church Funds.   I attach a plan showing the layout of the church with the location of existing heaters in blue and proposed new heaters in red.
